Legal and liability aspects of SWAT 
 
Prerequisites: 
 
Students must present certified peace officer, military or corrections officer credentials, meet the 
physical fitness standards for their agency, and be in good standing with their agency. A physical 
fitness examination is administered on Day-1.  Students failing to meet the prescribed will be 
dismissed from training.  Physical Training (PT) is part of this course however; the course is 
designed to train officer is SWAT operations and not tri-athletes.  PT is mission specific.

• 300 rounds carbine ammunition

• Hearing protection 
• Duty flashlight (weapon mounted or hand held) 
• Appropriate attire (BDU/TDU type uniform)  
• Canteen / bottle or hydration system 
• Weapons cleaning kit 
• Note pad and pen

• Body armor 
• Military kit (tactical vest, LBE, etc.)
